The spirit of the Order

The aim of the Order of Cyprus is to re-establish the intrisic
values of humanity, These values which gives dignity and respon-
sibility to the individual. The Order is therefore opposed to the
doctrines which take away the personality of man and tend to make
of hém a numbered part in a whole system, depriving him of his
very soul,

A well known French philosopher, Gabriel Marcel, pointed out the
aickness of the “so-called”soccialist thinking. In his npiniun,"aur
civilization can only be saved by what he calls an“open r%ght.
(Une droite ouverte). The term"open right" means a traditional
dynamic thinkinﬁ adaEtad to the requirements of modern times as
opposed to the "left" which also is traditional but which, by
corruption, has lost its effectiveness and has fallen into philo-

sophical and political stagnation.

It is to be noted that Mr. Gabriel Marcel is a Christian philoso-
pher who has had the ability to asdjust his thinking to meet the
fundamental principles of most modern doctrines.

The problem is therefore a question of individual freedom and we
feel every Christian should be concerned about the safeguard of
such an important right.

For us, the only answer to the problem is the practice of charity
and love towards our fellow men.

Our Order is mostly promoting charity and love. The Sovereign Order
of Cyprus must be the champion of this spirit and cannot have any at
other goal,

2e= International and intellectuasl exchanges for the promotion of
Christian humanism through "The International Institute of
High Soecial and Mpral Studies".

In an effective manner and together with its worldwide associates,
the Order will establish prizes to be awarded to writers, philoso-
phers, artists and sclentists who have distingulshed themselves
by their contribution to our Western and Christian civilization.

The Order will orgenize exhibits, lectures and seminara and will
also amsaliast bhose who need help in the promotion of the goals of
the Order, Other worthwhile initiatives should also receive
serious conaideration during the tenure of these meetingsof the
members of the Order.
